Bon Voyage Black and Tan. Gillette recommends the glass you should use (A "National Lampoon's European
Vacation" Souvenir German Stein), offers up the ingredients (A half pint of Stout, a half pint of Lager, one empty
promise, and one leftist Hollywood actor) along with pertinent commentary on each component. Follow the mixing
instructions closely, learn about the origin of the drink (this one based on Alec Baldwin's promise to leave the United
Statesif Bush won in 2004--why are you still here, Alec?), and be sure and read the special notes that almost always
grace each drink recipe.
