The book doesn't illustrate
examples of the differing colours available in the clay and never discusses famous clay types like Zhu Ni, which is so
highly sought after by Yixing collectors.Thereis afairly large section on ancient masters of the art and those of the
19th and early 20th centuries. It's just a shame that their chops or signatures - which are usually recorded on their pots
are not included in the text. Also missing isinformation on the modern state of the Yixing industry and the mechanical
way modern pots are mostly made.This is a rather basic and superficial look at Yixing pots and wares - but if you are
after some biographical information on the most famous past masters or want to see illustrations on some very ancient
Yixing pots then this book will be of interest to you.0 of 0 people found the following review helpful.
